DTS (Digital Theater Systems)

This surround system is used in many movie the-
aters around the world. There is good separation
between the channels, so realistic sound effects
are possible.

Dynamic range

Dynamic range is the difference between the
lowest level of sound that can be heard above
the noise of the equipment and the highest level
of sound before distortion occurs.

Frame still and field still

A still is shown when you pause a moving
picture. A frame still is made up of 2 alternating
fields, so the picture may appear blurred, but
overall quality is high.

A field still is not blurred, but it has only half the
information of a frame still so picture quality is
lower.

MPEG 2, the video compression standard adopt-
ed for use with DVD-Video, codes frames using
these 3 picture types.
